•	Check-in is after 1:00pm. Check-out time and re-registration 
is by 11:00am.

•	Upon check-out, please remove all trash from your site 
(including fire pits at Spruce Grove Resort)

•	Quiet hours are observed between 11:00pm and 7:00am.
•	Only one RV unit permitted per site. A maximum of one 

additional vehicle may be parked on the site, if space is 
available.

•	Please deposit site tags in the box (RV Park) or office 
(Spruce Grove Resort) when you leave.

•	We share our home with bears. Please do not leave any 
food and pet food, coolers or trash outside. Please burn 
your barbeque clean.

•	Pets are welcome, but must be on a leash, not left 
unattended and under control at all times. Please clean up 
after your pet. Pets are not permitted on the playground.

•	Off road vehicles are not permitted in the area.
•	Please observe the speed limit.
•	Please use the sani-dump to empty your full tank.
•	Fireworks are prohibited in the campgrounds.
•	Management assumes no responsibility for accidents, 

injury, loss or damages of any kind. We reserve the right to 
evict without refund, for infraction of the regulations and 
the Law.

Spruce Grove Only Policies

Campfires are allowed only in designated areas. Please observe 
and respect any seasonal open fire restrictions.

Please do not cut down trees or shrubs. Firewood may be 
purchased from the Spruce Grove office.

No person under the age of 12 is allowed in the outdoor 
swimming pool without parental supervision. The swimming 
pool does not have a lifeguard on duty.

RV Park Only Policies

Wood-burning fires are permitted only in the community central 
fire pit located beside the laundry/pavilion until 11:00pm. Please 
observe and respect any seasonal open fire restrictions.

One small children’s tent 6 x 6 ft maximum is allowed per site 
with an accompanying RV unit – $10.00 per night extra.
